SHOPPING LIST
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General Instructions
Cut two pieces of fabric, at least 12 x 12"  
each. On the first piece, center the 
design and begin stitching over two 
fabric threads. Work cross- stitches and 
backstitches with two strands of cotton 
embroidery floss. On the second piece 
of fabric (the back panel), stitch only 
the backstitch border or, if desired, 
stitch the entire design for a two-
sided biscornu. Note: It is critical that 
the backstitch borders are completed 
correctly for finishing, so make sure to 
double-check your work. Use a pressing 
cloth to carefully iron the needlework 
from the back before finishing. 

Finishing Instructions
Center and trim each piece to within 
1⁄2" of the backstitch borders. Carefully 
press the excess fabric to the wrong side 
at the borders. Find the exact center of 
one border of the back panel and mark 
with a pin. With wrong sides together, 
match this point with one corner of the 
front panel.

Thread a needle with two strands 
of Craftways 125/DMC 602 cotton 
embroidery floss and tie a knot in the 
end. Bring the needle up at the corner 
point of the top panel and through 
the marked center backstitch of the 
back panel. Pass the needle through 
the backstitch just to the left of the 
corner on the front panel. Continue to 
whipstitch the panels together in this 
manner, matching up each backstitch 
on the front panel with one on the back 
panel. Keep your stitches firm, but not 
so tight that the fabric buckles. 

When you reach the corner of the 
back panel, bend the front panel to 
continue sewing around the other side 
of the back panel. This is also a good 
point to make sure the edges are lined 
up perfectly. Continue in this manner 
until you have only one side open. Stuff 
with fiberfill, making sure to fill all the 
corners. (Do not overstuff, as the final 
step will pinch the center together and 
cause the piece to become more firm.)

Continue to whipstitch the opening closed. 
Securely tie off, hiding the floss ends in the 
seam. 

Hang one button in the center of a 20" 
loop of coordinating floss. Thread both cut 
ends of the floss through a long needle and 
insert at the center back of the biscornu so 
the button is centered. Make sure the needle 
comes out at the exact center of the front. 
Thread the second button onto the needle 
and sew back down through the piece to the 
back button. Sew back and forth as needed, 
gently pinching the biscornu to give it its 
characteristic shape. Tie off and secure floss 
ends to the back.
